To make the compilation of the list of your school's qualifying students as easy as possible for your office staff, as noted above, use the grade point averages accumulated this current school year through the end of the first semester.  We do not expect you to nor do we want you to attempt to factor in the 3rd quarter to date.

At the CAL tournament on Saturday, March 3, we will provide copies of the list of names of CAL academic award-winning students to each school. We ask that a representative from each school come down to the scorer’s table (at East High School) to receive these copies to distribute to each qualifying student.
