Scripture Reading: Mark 16:1-16 
Now when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother 
of James, and Salome bought spices, that they might come and anoint 
Him. 2 Very early in the morning, on the first day of the week, they 
came to the tomb when the sun had risen. 3 And they said among 
themselves, "Who will roll away the stone from the door of the tomb 
for us?" 4 But when they looked up, they saw that the stone had been 
rolled away-- for it was very large. 5 And entering the tomb, they saw a 
young man clothed in a long white robe sitting on the right side; and 
they were alarmed. 6 But he said to them, "Do not be alarmed. You 
seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He is risen! He is not here. 
See the place where they laid Him. 7 "But go, tell His disciples-- and 
Peter-- that He is going before you into Galilee; there you will see Him, 
as He said to you." 8 So they went out quickly and fled from the tomb, 
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for they trembled and were amazed. And they said nothing to anyone, 
for they were afraid. 9 Now when He rose early on the first day of the 
week, He appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom He had cast 
seven demons. 10 She went and told those who had been with Him, as 
they mourned and wept. 11 And when they heard that He was alive 
and had been seen by her, they did not believe. 12 After that, He 
appeared in another form to two of them as they walked and went 
into the country. 13 And they went and told it to the rest, but they did 
not believe them either. 14 Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat 
at the table; and He rebuked their unbelief and hardness of heart, 
because they did not believe those who had seen Him after He had 
risen. 15 And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the 
gospel to every creature. 16 "He who believes and is baptized will be 
saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.

Scripture Reading: Revelation 5:1-14 

And I saw in the right hand of Him who sat on the throne a scroll 
written inside and on the back, sealed with seven seals. 2 Then I saw a 
strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, "Who is worthy to open 
the scroll and to loose its seals?" 3 And no one in heaven or on the 
earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll, or to look at it. 4 
So I wept much, because no one was found worthy to open and read 
the scroll, or to look at it. 5 But one of the elders said to me, "Do not 
weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has 
prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals." 6 And I 
looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne and of the four living 
creatures, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as though it 
had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the 
seven Spirits of God sent out into all the earth. 7 Then He came and 
took the scroll out of the right hand of Him who sat on the throne. 8 
Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the 
twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a harp, and 
golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints. 9 And 
they sang a new song, saying: "You are worthy to take the scroll, And 
to open its seals; For You were slain, And have redeemed us to God by 
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Your blood Out of every tribe and tongue and people and nation, 10 
And have made us kings and priests to our God; And we shall reign on 
the earth." 11 Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels 
around the throne, the living creatures, and the elders; and the 
number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands 
of thousands, 12 saying with a loud voice: "Worthy is the Lamb who 
was slain To receive power and riches and wisdom, And strength and 
honor and glory and blessing!" 13 And every creature which is in 
heaven and on the earth and under the earth and such as are in the 
sea, and all that are in them, I heard saying: "Blessing and honor and 
glory and power Be to Him who sits on the throne, And to the Lamb, 
forever and ever!" 14 Then the four living creatures said, "Amen!" And 
the twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him who lives forever 
and ever.
